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An Archaeological Reflection on the Absence of the Names of the Prophet Muhammad
and Islam on Early Islamic Material Culture

Abstract

The absence of the name "Muhammad" and the term "Islam" on cultural artifacts from the first decades of the
early Islamic has long raised questions among historians and archaeologists. Some have taken an extreme position,
denying the very existence of a historical Muhammad or a religious movement called Islam—a view that, of
course, finds no place in this study. Others have offered more nuanced interpretations, though not entirely
convincing, which have nevertheless inspired the writing of this paper. This latter group attributes the absence of
Muhammad’s name and Islam to the lack of a centralized and cohesive political authority during this period.
According to their view, before the rise of ‘Abd al-Malik ibn Marwan, the Islamic polity resembled more of a
loose tribal confederation than a structured state. Thus, they argue that it was only under ‘Abd al-Malik’s rule that
early Islamic society became organized and a distinct Islamic identity took shape. However, directly linking these
two absences—the lack of references to Muhammad and Islam on one hand, and the absence of a centralized stat
on the other—does not seem entirely justified. Therefore, this study seeks to analyze the omission of Muhamma
and Islam in early Islamic-era artifacts in relation to broader ambiguities in religious boundaries and the evoluti
of conceptual frameworks. To achieve this, topics such as shared sacred spaces, the Qur’anic conce
and "islam," and the development of the Shahadah will be examined. Ultimately, it can b, arg& that the process
of Islamization was gradual. Moreover, many commonly held assumptions must be ap o% d caution.
What is today accepted as historical fact about this period is often the product of layer rratives shaped over
time under various influences. These narrative constructions have sometimes,b cliberate, serving specific
interests, and at other times unconscious, arising from the limitations of istorical ufiderstanding.

Introduction
The study of early Islamic history (ﬁrs entﬁN s profound methodological challenges. Among the most

fundamental is the risk of imposingso po ry conceptual frameworks—such as the modern understanding of
"religion" as a reified and bounded¥ifistituti n—onto distant historical realities that evolved within a context
entirely distinct fror.n modern, igms. This epistemological error, or anachronism, in which standards from
later periods ar undériti pplied to earlier eras, not only leads to inaccurate and misleading interpretations of
historical develo s but also, by reducing complex historical processes to simplistic modern patterns, obstructs
scientific reconiuction and a proper understanding of the gradual and fluid nature of phenomena during that
transitional age {Crone and Cook 1977; Hoyland 1997, 2015; Donner 2010, 2017, 2020; Lindstedt 2023).

The conspicuous absence of the names "Muhammad" and "Islam" from the cultural artifacts of the initial decades
serves as a telling emblem of this problem. Confronted with this "material silence,” two main approaches have
emerged: an extreme one that removes itself from scholarly debate (Nevo and Koren 2003), and a more moderate
one that attributes this absence solely to the lack of a centralized state before the reign of ‘Abd al-Malik ibn
Marwan, viewing the emergence of Islamic symbols as a direct product of state formation (Johns 2003). This
study, however, demonstrates that directly linking these two absences—the lack of a state and the lack of identity
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interconnected realities of that era: first, the ambiguity in confessional boundaries and the existence of an
interactive space between faith communities, manifest in the tangible phenomenon of shared sacred spaces;
second, the fluidity and gradual evolution of key religious concepts (like din and Islam), whose meanings in the
Qur'an and likely within the early community differed from their later institutionalized interpretations; and third,
the impact of complex socio-cultural processes during the transition, through which identities were shaped
gradually and in interaction with preceding traditions.

The expectation of a unified and distinct Islamic identity emerging fully formed from the outset is a picture
incompatible with historical realities. Islam, as a system, was the product of gradual interaction with prior
traditions, internal developments within the community of Muhammad's followers, and the continuous
redefinition of its own concepts (Bowersock et al. 1999; Brock 2017; Lindstedt 2019, 2021, 2023).

Therefore, moving beyond monocausal narratives, this study seeks to examine the absence of the names
Muhammad and Islam within a historical and multidimensional framework precisely anchored in those three key
realities: by analyzing (1) the objective reality of coexistence and worship in shared sacred spaces as an expression
of fluid boundaries, (2) the semantic evolution of the concepts "din" and "Islam" in the Qur'anic text to illustrate
the gap between the early discursive framework and later institutionalized definitions, and (3) the historical
trajectory of the shahadah from a personal declaration to a political-identitarian symbol. Through the analysis of
these three intertwined axes, it is argued that Islamization was not a sudden revolution but a complex and gradual
process unfolding concurrently in the social, discursive, and political spheres. It is further emphasized that a .
significant portion of today's dominant narratives are later constructs that have imposed layers of political an
theological needs onto the fluid reality of that period. Only by liberating ourselves from the trap of anachronis
and accepting this inherent complexity can the "silence" of the earliest material culture be interpreted not a
puzzle, but as a key to understanding the pre-institutional status and gradual formation of Isla? identi

Methodology

This study adopts a historical-archaeological approach to understand the process of | c i&tity formation in
the first Hijri century. To avoid the epistemological anachronism of imposing Institutionalized concepts—
such as "reified religion" or "unified identity"—onto the past, we have sought to sf;ate the developments of this
period within their genuine historical context: namely, within the ¢ ufh and interaction of the Late Antique
era. For this purpose, two categories of sources have bgrp anal simultaneously and contextually: the Qur’anic
text as the discursive core, and archaeological evidence i ing buildings, coins, inscriptions, and graffiti. Our

fundamental premise is that the absence of the hammad" and "Islam" on early Islamic cultural materials
is not a deficiency or a puzzle, but father a indicator of the fluid, relational, and pre-institutional state of
religious identity during that transiti a. @nly by breaking away from later normative narratives and placing
this phenomenon within the fra rk of Late Antique continuities and interactions can this "material silence"
become meaningfulfand se s a window into the gradual process of Islamization.

Conclusion: B ‘Absence; In Pursuit of Fluidity, Evolution, and the Construction of Identity

This study, by analyzing the seemingly simple yet profoundly significant phenomenon of the absence of the names
"Muhammad" and "Islam" from the cultural materials of the earliest decades of the first Hijri century, has sought
to move beyond the level of historical description and delve into the complex layers of religious identity formation
during a pivotal historical juncture. The research findings clearly demonstrate that this absence cannot be
interpreted as a deficiency or a sign of structural weakness; rather, it must be seen as a key to unlocking a fluid,
multi-layered, and processual understanding of the genesis of early Islam. In fact, this material silence is not
devoid of meaning but is imbued with a significance distinct from later institutionalized patterns.

First, in the realm of identity and religious boundaries, archaeological and textual evidence indicates that the social
world of early Islam, particularly in the regions of the Arabian Peninsula, the Levant, and Mesopotamia, was an
"in-between" world. The concepts of "Muslim" and "believer" were not defined in rigid opposition to "Christian"
or "Jew." The objective reality of worship in shared spaces (such as the Kathisma Church or the structure at Be'er
Ura), the participation of Muslim rulers in the construction or restoration of churches, and the joint management
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sense. The community of Muhammad's followers at this stage was less an institutionalized ummah and more a
community in the process of defining itself, whose boundaries with other People of the Book appear to have been
fluid. Therefore, the omission of the name Islam from cultural materials reflected the social reality that a distinct
and exclusive religious identity had not yet become a key differentiating element in the public and symbolic
sphere.

Second, at the level of the discursive system, a semantic analysis of the pivotal Qur'anic terms "din" and "islam"
reveals that the semantic load of these concepts within the Qur'anic text differs significantly from their later
institutionalized and objectified meanings. In the vast majority of Qur'anic usages, "din" refers not to a specific
creedal institution but to "judgment," "law," "recompense," and "servitude." Similarly, "islam" and "muslim"
primarily denote a state of existential submission to the divine will, not membership in a closed identity group.
Verses such as "Indeed, the religion in the sight of Allah is Islam" (Al ‘Imran 3:19) are more accurately translatable
as "the din with God is submission" than as "the religion with God is Islam [as a proper name]." This semantic
analysis explains why the early community, which primarily identified itself as "believers," saw no necessity to
inscribe the name of an objectified religion onto cultural materials, because the axis of their discursive system
was faith and submission, not identity labeling and naming.

Third, in the arena of politics and the symbolism of power, the evolution of the shahadah serves as a perfect
mirror of the gradual and instrumental process of Islamic identity formation. Numismatic evidence clearly shows

that the testimony initially manifested in the simple form of "la ilaha illa Allah." The addition of the phrase a
"Muhammadun rasiilu Allah" occurred gradually within the context of political-military rivalries, particularl

during the periods of the Zubayrids, Marwanids, and Kharijites. This change was not merely a doctrinal evolutiov
but a strategic act for legitimization and the creation of symbolic boundaries against rival

standardization of the shahadah under the centralized Umayyad rule transformed it from a p

affirmation into an identity slogan and a marker of Islamic rule. Thus, the emergence of uha%n
official and public form on coins and inscriptions represents not a starting point, but a cu q
the process of the "politicization of religion" and the institutionalization of identity.

Collectively, it can be argued that the absence of the names Muhammad and om the cultural materials of
Islam's initial decades is itself clear evidence of the "pre-institutional" of Islam at that juncture. Islamization
was not a sudden transformation but a protracted occurrence th. across three intertwined spheres—
social, discursive, and political: in the social sphere, thedu 1stence and interaction; in the discursive sphere,
through the semantic evolution of concepts fipm an existential to an identitarian state; and in the political sphere,
through the symbolic utilization of these conceptsito gonstruct legitimacy and governmental cohesion. What is
recognized today as established fgst.s ear} Islamic history are, to some extent, later constructs that have
